Communion Reflection... Some people appear
to be only a small part of our daily activities. They call now
and then or occasionally visit. We almost take it for granted
that they will always be there. Then someone moves away or
goes off to college. Suddenly we come to realize how much a
part of our life they’ve turned out to be and we miss them.
Believe it or not some people actually take God for granted.
He’s always there and that’s that. As life goes on, a vacuum
develops in our spiritual life. We feel adrift and are unable to
maintain a sense of direction or control. The inner serenity
we are accustomed to isn’t there anymore. All that’s
necessary to restore that inner peace is a willingness to keep
in touch with Him. No long distance calls or letters are
necessary; just a short prayer will do.

Their past errors haunt them and haunt them
persistently. The power of our good deeds could
be equally, if not more, persistent.
