God has already
answered the question in the affirmative. That’s why you
have this new challenge in the first place.

On All Souls Day, we not only remember the dead, but we
apply our efforts, through prayer, almsgiving, and the Mass,
to their release from Purgatory. According to our faith, the
soul of a person who dies can go to one of three places. The
first is heaven, where a person who dies in a state of perfect
grace and communion with God goes. The second is hell,
where those who die in a state of mortal sin are naturally
condemned by their choice. The intermediate option is
purgatory, which is thought to be where most people, free of
mortal sin, but still in a state of lesser (venial) sin, must go.
