He
was born in Roman Britain and
when he was fourteen or so, he was
captured by Irish pirates during a
raiding party and taken to Ireland
as a slave to herd and tend sheep.

Patrick's captivity lasted until he was twenty, when he
escaped after having a dream from God in which he was told
to leave Ireland by going to the coast. A few years after
returning home, Patrick had a vision that prompted his
studies for the priesthood. Patrick arrived in Slane, Ireland
on March 25, 433. He preached and built churches across the
country. He often used shamrocks to explain the Holy
Trinity and entire kingdoms were eventually converted to
Christianity after hearing Patrick's message. Patrick preached
and converted all of Ireland for 40 years. He worked many
miracles and wrote of his love for God in Confessions. After
years of living in poverty, traveling and enduring much
suffering he died on March 17, 461. Patrick was a humble,
pious, gentle man, whose love and total devotion to and trust
in God should be a shining example to each of us.

Communion Reflection... When I was little,
